Part Two - Our Second Priority

B. The Body of Christ

Our first priority is to Christ, but quickly followed by the
church, the body of Christ.  God says that the church is the
noblest order.  That it has been given love as no other body
has loved, and that it is the highest place in His heart.  As
we look at the book of Ephesians, it shows us four reasons
why the church must be our highest order, next to Christ
himself.

 Eph. 1:4 says the church pre-existed in the heart of
God.  “He chose us in Him before the creation of the
world”.  He anticipated the church.  Eph. 2:10 calls the
church His workmanship created in Christ to do good
works.  This, not said of the family, government, or any
other created institutions.

 The church is Jesus’ gift to His father.  Eph. 1:11, 18,
the Living Bible says this, “Moreover, because of what
Christ has done, we have become Gods sovereign
plan”, we were chosen from the beginning to be His,
and all things happen just as He decided long ago…
The church was purchased with His own blood, and He
is the chief Shepard.  But not only that, Jude 24 says
“He will present us faultless with exceeding joy”.

 The church is Christ’s very own body.  Jesus is the
head whom the church fulfills and completes to form
the total expression of God.  Eph. 1:23, as participant
in the church, we who are saved are in perfect union
with Christ and His life flows in us.  And so the church
isn’t just an organization, but an organism, the complet-
er of the cosmic Christ and the fullness of His own glo-
ry.

 Fourth, the church is number two after Christ himself.
Because the church is the embodiment of Gods grace
and mercy.  The church is further evidence of His high
character, Eph. 2:4-7.  The Apostle Paul as he writes in
Eph. 3:21, “To Him be glory in the church, and it Christ
Jesus through all generations, forever, and ever,
Amen”.  And no matter how weak or ineffective we may
seem at times, the glory of God, the very presence of
God, is in His church.

Ephesians speaks of the mystical union between Christ and
His church.  And yet in the visible church we see now so
many flaws, but the visible church is all we can see at this
time, but 1 John 3:1-2 tells us one day we shall be like him.
Eph. 4:3 says “We are to make efforts to keep the unity of
the spirit through the bond of peace”.  We need to take a
look at Eph. 4:13, which suggest when the church is out of
kilter, “Tell it not in Gath”.  Don’t let outsiders know of our
struggles to be like Christ. The word tells us to be built up
until we all reach unity in faith.

Part Three - Our Third Priority

C: The World

Many of us have read the slogan from the cartoon Pea-
nuts, “Today the neighborhood, tomorrow the world”.
Every church must reach out to its neighborhood, and to
the world.  Mark 2:1-12 gives us a dramatic picture of how
the church is to involve itself in winning the world to Christ.
There are three crucial lessons for us in this scripture
listed below:

 Unity among believers bring people to Jesus
 Bold ingenuity and vision bring people to Jesus
 Faith brings people to Jesus

There are some folks who still subscribe to the statement,
“It don’t take all that”, but God wants us to use every
means possible that we might win some.  As a result,
many big shots and pillars of the community have failed to
lead anyone to Christ.  They can do it to death in church
work.  They attend all the meetings, hold offices in nation-
al conventions, have a scholarly approach to the bible, but
yet fail to do the work of the church.  There are five ways
that  every local church, while working out these three pri-
orities should grow listed below:
 The healthy church must grow numerically as well as

spiritually
 The healthy church must grow far from its home base
 The healthy church must plant new churches nearby
 The healthy church must encourage the existing

churches nearby, and not compete with it
 The healthy church must work in social as well as

spiritual concerns in its own community

The great commission remains our marching order for
evangelizing the world.  The process for bringing new
lambs in the sheepfold must be carefully worked out, not
haphazardly, but a real strategy for winning souls.  Listed
below are examples of how to bring converts into the
church:

 Invite them and present the plan of salvation to them
 When visitors come, make sure there are registration

forms available
 Make them feel welcome personally, and if they show

interest, invite them back
 From information on registration cards, contact them

with a follow up call
 The possibility of the church membership is explained.

(Usually a six week membership class)
 Show them the benefits, not the negatives to church

membership.

This is one church approach to increasing the sheepfold,
be creative in your local church.

Who Knew!!!!!!
Cinnamon and Honey Remedies

COLDS: Those suffering from common or severe colds
should take one tablespoon lukewarm honey with 1/4 spoon
cinnamon powder daily for 3 days. This process will cure
most chronic cough, cold and clear the sinuses.

INDIGESTION: Cinnamon powder sprinkled on two table-
spoons of honey taken before food, relieves acidity and di-
gests the heaviest of meals.

2. Combine pancake mix and milk in a small bowl until
combined.
3. Dredge shrimp in the flour, shaking off excess. Dip shrimp in
the batter until coated, then dredge shrimp in the coconut.
4. Pour vegetable oil in a heavy saucepan to a depth of 2 to 3
inches. Heat to 350 degrees. Fry shrimp 5 or 6 at a time about
45 seconds on each side or until golden brown. Drain on paper
towels. Repeat until all shrimp are cooked.

Down in southern New Jersey, a dual-threat quarter-
back in the class of 2014 is starting to show himself
as a worthy college prospect.

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Bible Study - Seven Churches in Revelation

Literal Locations in Asia Minor

The seven churches in Revelation refer to seven literal churches described in Revelation, Chapters 2 and 3. These early
Christian churches were located in Asia Minor during the era of the Roman Empire. Although the actual churches
ceased to thrive in the centuries of Muslim control after the Romans, the archaeological remains of all seven locations
currently exist in present-day Turkey.

Then and Now
The seven churches in Revelation are located in western Asia Minor (present-day Turkey), accessible by way of the Ae-
gean Sea and the ancient trade routes between the West and East. For various reasons, whether trade, military, or pure
hedonism, these cities were major cultural hubs throughout history. During the first few centuries after Jesus Christ,
these Roman-controlled cities were also important in early Christianity. Here are the seven churches of Revelation as
described by the writer John in the late first century AD.

1. Ephesus – The desirable church that left its first love (Revelation 2:1-7). Ephesus was the influential capital city of
Asia Minor on the Aegean Sea. Ephesus is now known for its huge metropolis of ancient streets, arches and ruins.

2. Smyrna – The persecuted church that suffered poverty and martyrdom (Revelation 2:8-11). Smyrna was located
north of Ephesus in a powerful trading position on the Aegean Sea known for its harbors, commerce, and marketplaces.
The primary ruins of Smyrna are located in the modern Turkish city of Izmir.

3. Pergamum – The worldly church that mixed doctrines and needed to repent (Rev. 2:12-17). Pergamum is located on
the plains and foothills along the Caicus River in Western Turkey. It was considered a major city in Asia Minor since the
3rd century BC, and became a Greek and Roman hub for temple worship.

4. Thyatira – The false church that followed a seductive prophetess (Rev. 2:18-29). Thyatira is located in western Asia
Minor about 42 miles inland from the Aegean Sea. The ancient city was known for its textiles and dyeing trade, and is
now known as the Turkish city of Akhisar.

5. Sardis – The "dead" church that fell asleep (Revelation 3:1-6). Sardis is located on the banks of the Pactolus River in
western Asia Minor, 60 miles inland from Ephesus and Smyrna. Popular ruins include the decadent temples and bath
house complexes.

6. Philadelphia – The church of brotherly love that endures patiently (Revelation 3:7-13). Philadelphia is located on the
Cogamis River in western Asia Minor, about 80 miles east of Smyrna. Philadelphia was known for its variety of temples
and worship centers.

7. Laodicea – The "lukewarm" church with a faith that’s neither hot nor cold (Rev. 3:14-22). Laodicea is located in the
Lycus River Valley of western Asia Minor, a primary trade route between the cultures of the West and East. Laodicea
was known as a primary hub for the Roman aqueduct system.

Their Ultimate Significance

The seven churches in Revelation are literal churches from the first century AD. However, the seven churches in Reve-
lation also have spiritual significance for churches and believers today. Indeed, the primary purpose for John writing his
letters to the seven churches was to deliver Christ’s "report card" for the churches of that time. However, a second pur-
pose for John’s inspired writings was to describe seven types of churches (and individual believers) that would surface
time and again throughout history. These short letters to the seven churches of Revelation act as quick and poignant
reminders to those who call themselves "followers of Christ."

Followers of Christ, read these chapters in Revelation for yourself.  We are the church.  Where do you see yourself?
More importantly, where does Jesus see you?
